Those words sometimes just become “words” but
they are a lot more than that.

People say “l love you” all the time these days.

People say “l love you”, get married, and a few years
later get divorced.

People say “l love you” and then they disappoint us or
let us down.

But those words from Jesus mean more than all the “I
love you’s” people can say.

Because Jesus is “LOVE”.
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Because “Jesus is Love” He can’t do anything else but
“love you.”

He loves you because He made you.
He loves you because you are His creation.
He loves you because “love” is who He is.

He loves you because He died on the cross for your
sins.

He loves you because He is calling you to His kingdom.
He loves you because He is committed to you.
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| didn’t do anything to earn Jesus’ love.
| am nobody special.
In fact, if anybody doesn’t deserve God’s love it is me.

| really didn’t believe in God all those years | went to
church.

| really didn’t follow God for all those years | went to
church.

But God showed His marvelous “grace” to me by
drawing me to His Son on January 14, 1988.
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A man showed me the “4 Spiritual Laws” from CCC.
| read the booklet with him.

It told me that first, God loved me.

Wow, that sounded great!!

Second, it told me that | was a sinner.

Yes, | knew | did lots of things wrong so | could
agree with that.
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But | didn’t realize that “sin” had come into my whole
being and was the cause of “death” in my life.

“Spiritual death.” Separation from God.
